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Mathematical expressions should be produced by an equation editor and should not be introduced along the text itself, as part of a sentence line, but typed on individual lines. If you are using Word for Windows, please type equations with Microsoft Equation 3.0 only.
Numbers that identify mathematical expressions should be enclosed in parentheses located at the right margin of the paragraph, whereas the equation should follow center-alignment, such as below:

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Refer to equations in the text such as in “…as derived from Eq. (1)…”, or, if at the beginning of a sentence, “Equation (1) indicates…”.
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Figures and Tables
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Photographs, charts and diagrams are all to be referred to as “Figure (s)”.

Figures should be submitted in laser printer output, original line drawings or glossy prints. Photocopies should be avoided.

Figures should be clear and suitable for reduction. The amount of lettering should be reduced as much as possible by transferring it to the figure legend. Remaining lettering should be large enough to be clearly legible.

Figures and tables, with a suitable caption, should be numbered consecutively in the order in which they are referred to in the main text. Figures and tables should be inserted at locations as close as possible to the text in which they are cited the first time. Footnotes to tables should be typed below the table and should be referred to by superscript lowercase letters.

Refer to figures or tables in the text such as in “Figure 1 and Tab. 3 show…”, or, “…in Fig. 1 it is shown…”.

Please note that color figures or tables cannot be printed in color. However, they will appear in color in the journal website.

Do not allow for blank spaces at the bottom of the pages. Instead, relocate figures and tables in such a way to minimize blank spaces.

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Include the results of the work. Do not show the same result using tables and figures. Instead, choose the most appropriate way for the particular case.
